ing their children and all 
the people that God led to 
Himself through their minis-
try. 
 
If leading people to the 
kingdom in hopes of seeing 
them in heaven brings you 
great joy now, then guess 
what, you are truly a child 
of your Father in heaven.  
Think about it. What brings 
joy to God more than see-
ing the lost come home to 
Him?  Consider the parable 
of the lost son who seeing 
the goodness of his father 
runs home to him.  The 
father was already on the 
watch for this wayward 
son, and seeing him far off 
rushes to meet him and 
bring him back into his 
family.  This is such a pic-
ture of God, and every time 
you model this attitude to-
wards the lost, you are a 
child of your Father in 
heaven. 

Picture in your mind for a 
moment what you think will 
be the greatest joy that you 
will experience as eternity 
rolls on in heaven.  For 
some it might be vitality 
and the feeling of having 
youthful looks and optimal 
health, arising every day 
with strength, vigor, and 
sharpness of mind.  That 
does sound pretty good 
doesn’t it?  For others it is 
sitting at the feet of Jesus 
our Savior, or traveling to 
worlds unknown.  The Bi-
ble talks about the incredi-
bleness of what God has in 
store when Paul wrote in 1 
Corinthians 2:9 “THINGS 
WHICH EYE HAS NOT 
SEEN AND EAR HAS NOT 
HEARD AND WHICH 
HAVE NOT ENTERED 
THE HEART OF MAN, ALL 
THAT GOD HAS PRE-
PARED FOR THOSE 
WHO LOVE HIM.”

believe will bring great joy 
to Christians as we spend 
eternity together, and that 
is the joy of seeing there 
the people we led to Jesus.

We studied the 
Bible together for many 
weeks and a mentoring 
friendship began that even-
tually saw Ben accept Je-
sus as his Lord and Savior.  
I had the privilege of bap-
tizing Ben, marrying him to 
his lovely wife Sheila, and 
watching them grow in 
grace, but the greatest joy

Finance Report from the Church Treasurer 
Thank you for your continued 
support of the local Church 
budget.  We have completed 
the first six months of our cur-
rent budget year (Oct 1, 2013 
to Sept 30, 2014). To review, 
our monthly budget goal is 
$13,090/monthly.  The offering 
for March 2014 was 
$11,534.67 leaving a deficit of 
-$6,940.28 for the six month 
period (not a good start as we 
head into the second half of the 
budget year).   The total local 
budget offering shows a de-
crease of over 10% compared 
to the same time last year.   
The total tithe showed a de-
crease of 2.75% compared to 
last year. 
 
Your strong support of the cur-
rent building project has been a 
blessing.  The parking lot has 
been repaired, we completed a 
successful and spiritual series 
of evangelistic meetings and 
the security wall is almost 
completed.  To date over 
$132,000 have been donated 
towards the project, this repre-
sents 80% of our goal of 
$165,000.  It is now time to 
continue our donations and 
build the new restrooms.  
 
Funds are in hand to paint our 
church ($11,881 have been 
donated for this needed pro-
ject).  .  Brent Hinger has vol-

unteered to paint the church 
along with other volunteers. 
Plans are underway to begin 
the painting project on May 15 
this year. 
 
Stewardship is the per sonal 
acknowledgement on our part 
that God is owner and provider 
of all the basic good of life - 
spiritual, physical, and materi-
al.  As Christians, we are 
called to be faithful and re-
sponsible with the resources 
entrusted to us by God – our 
time, our talents, our assets, 
and the use of our spiritual 
gifts. As we start the second 
half of our budget year it is 
suggested that each of us do 
the following: 
 

• Pray - Consider what God 
has done for you and how 
He has filled your life 
with every good thing. 

• Return Tithes – You love 
God. Acknowledge and 
honor Him by returning 
the part He requests.  Be 
mindful, however, that 
your tithe does not fund 
the Roseburg Church’s 
ministry.  Your entire 
tithe is sent to the confer-
ence office to fund minis-
try in Oregon and around 
the globe. 

• Contribute Joyfully – Of-
ferings are voluntary.  

They come from a heart 
overflowing with grace.  
The entire ministry of our 
local church is funded 
with offerings for our 
church budget. If you are 
currently contributing 
toward the Church Budg-
et, thank you.  But would 
you be so bold as to ask 
God how you could help 
your church even more?  
And if you haven’t yet 
experienced the joy of 
supporting your church on 
a regular basis, there is no 
better time to start than 
now.  God will bless you 
so amazingly.
